All GADHOH members in the Banjul and Brikama branches work towards finishing sign language level 3 and have started level 4

Soma, Farrafenni, and Barra branches work towards finishing sign language level 2

GADHOH to give up the rented accommodation in Banjul & Latrikunda Sabiji and move its Headquarters, Female Skill Centre and Nursery School to the new buildings at Plot 52 at the Kanifing Institutional area Extension Layout Mile 7

Collaboration with services providers continue to promoted GADHOH’s efforts

Training of sign language teachers on teaching skills and training of interpreters on interpreting skills goes towards level 3

Drama continue to contribute to public awareness raising, education, fund raising, and entertainment

Deaf football team contributing to awareness raising an entertainment 

Deaf children in Soma, and Farrafenni mainstream schools and those at GADHOH nursery school and their teachers are using sign language in communication

To try to put in place some funding towards the construction of a conference hall for the GADHOH
