OBJECTIVES 2010

GADHOH to have developed a presence in all six Divisions of The Gambia

GADHOH to establish new bases of funding including income generation

GRTS encouraged to produce a regular show, ideally once-a-week, for deaf viewers. This to have news, topics of interest to deaf people and possible some drama and to be presented through the medium of sign language

Branch headquarters to have a television to be available for deaf viewers

Second group of  interpreters  finish level 2 and began level 3

Conference hall for GADHOH completed and in use

External groups using conference hall and contributing to GADHOH’s income

All branch members working on level 3 sign language or higher

Encouragement of sign language learning in the hearing children of deaf parents

Encouragement of sign language learning by other organisations e.g. Scouts and Girl Guides have sign language badges if they acquire a basic level.

Development of regional sign language interpreters based on Branches and Divisional headquarters

Development of Government funded sign language interpreter trainees to serve in the central and local Government services

Seek to persuade the University of The Gambia and/or Brikama College to develop deaf studies programmes
